                            KEEPING OUR CUSTOMERS INFORMED ABOUT WATER ISSUES
 
Each month IWD provides a newsletter in the Town Crier Newspaper to provide you up-to-date information to our customers. The District appreciates the phone calls, emails and the personal feed-back regarding our monthly newsletters. Following are upcoming issues and water projects.
 
UPDATE ON THE PAROLE REALIGNMENT SCHEME – The Senate and Assembly budget finished their work on June 5th without voting on a parole realignment proposal that would have taken $188 million in property tax revenues from local water and wastewater districts. This proposal was floated by the Legislative Analyst’s Office (LAO) but was not voted on and is now dead for all intents and purposes. We want to thank all of you that contacted your State representatives to help defeat the state’s scheme to use water and wastewater district’s revenue assessment taxes. 
 
A NEW PROPOSAL - A LOOMING PRICE TAG FOR PRISON RECEIVERSHIP - The budget process is far from over and another issue involving water and wastewater district’s property taxes may be considered to fund another corrections-related program - namely, a costly settlement involving the state’s prison receivership. This receivership was created to take control of the delivery of all medical and health care in the CA Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation. The bottom line is that, although one threat to property tax revenues failed to gain traction this year, other threats are still looming. We will keep you informed as we receive updated information.
 
UPCOMING CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS – The District has the following projects scheduled for July.
 
· Additional drought tolerant plants will be added to our demonstration garden along the front of the District office building. 
· Pending Board approval, the construction should begin in late July for the Valley View Drive and Pine Ave. water project – we will notify the neighborhood residents of the dates of temporary road closures. This water project will provide two new fire hydrants and road improvements with 500 feet of new asphalt. Contact us if you have any questions. 

· District’s large water meter repair program underway – There will be repair work in July on some of our large water meters. The first project will be the 6” water meter for the Cedar Glen Tract.  We will inform the customers who will be affected beforehand with the dates and times when the water main will be shut down to perform this half-day project.  We apologize for this temporary water outage inconvenience, but the repair work is necessary. 

· The Districts annual system -wide water flushing program will take place in the very near future. The program is conducted in the evening by our crew and requires several nights to perform a complete water system flush. This program removes the internal mineral residue (iron and manganese) buildup inside our water mains. It may cause some temporary brown water and is not harmful. This program improves our water system fire-flow by removing the build-up coating.  Due to the drought we were unable to conduct this program for the past two years.
